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This paper uses the format for classical and Patristic sources, not full footnotes or end notes. Such citations require only the (1) name of the author, (2) the name of the work quoted, and (3) the section number (book, chapter, and/or subsection) of the portion quoted. The following example illustrates this form:
Artists often portray Saint Augustine holding a burning heart as a symbol of his devotion to God. The heart reflects the deep spiritual yearning of Augustine, which could be satisfied only in God. As he wrote in his autobiography, “Thou hast created us for Thyself, and our souls are restless ‘til they find rest Thee” (Augustine, Confessions, 1.1). [Not that the period follows the citation.]
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
